Proverbs 6:6-11 KJV Go to the ant, thou sluggard; consider her ways, and be wise: [7] Which having no guide, overseer, or ruler, 
[8] Provideth her meat in the summer, and gathereth her food in the harvest. [9] How long wilt thou sleep, O sluggard? when wilt 
thou arise out of thy sleep? [10] Yet a little sleep, a little slumber, a little folding of the hands to sleep: [11] So shall  thy poverty 
come as one that travelleth, and thy want as an armed man. 
 
Bible reading: Genesis 41:46-49,53-57 KJV And Joseph was thirty years old when he stood before Pharaoh king of Egypt. And 
Joseph went out from the presence of Pharaoh, and went throughout all the land of Egypt. [47] And in the seven plenteous years 
the earth brought forth by handfuls. [48] And he gathered up all the food of the seven years, which were in the land of Egypt, and 
laid up the food in the cities: the food of the field, which was round about every city, laid he up in the same. [49] And Joseph 
gathered corn as the sand of the sea, very much, until he left numbering; for it was without number. [53] And the seven years of 
plenteousness, that was in the land of Egypt, were ended. [54] And the seven years of dearth began to come, according as Joseph 
had said: and the dearth was in all lands; but in all the land of Egypt there was bread. [55] And when all the land of Egypt was 
famished, the people cried to Pharaoh for bread: and Pharaoh said unto all the Egyptians, Go unto Joseph; what he saith to you, 
do. [56] And the famine was over all the face of the earth: And Joseph opened all the storehouses, and sold unto the Egyptians; 
and the famine waxed sore in the land of Egypt. [57] And all countries came into Egypt to Joseph for to buy corn ; because that 
the famine was so sore in all lands.
